The Moir-Jessel Brain Sex Test

How male or female is your mind? According to Moir-Jessel, it is possible to test this by observing how your behavior and capabilities. Try answering the following questions:

1. You hear an indistinct meow. Without looking around, how well can you place the cat? 

(   ) You don't know if you could point to it (2)

(   ) If you think about it, you can point to it  (0)

(   ) You can point straight to it (1) 

2. How good are you at remembering a song you've just heard? 

(   ) You can only do it if it's simple and rhythmical (1)

(   ) You find it easy and you can sing part of it in tune(0) 

(   ) You find it difficult (2)

3. A person you've met a few times telephones you. How easy is it for you to recognise that voice in the few seconds before the person tells you who they are? 

(   ) You'd recognise the voice less than half the time (2)

(   ) You'd recognise the voice at least half the time (1)

(   ) You'd find it quite easy (0)

4. You're with a group of married friends. Two of them are having a clandestine affair. Would you detect their relationship? 

(   ) Nearly always(0) 

(   ) Half the time (1)

(   ) Seldom (2)

5. You're at a large party and purely social gathering. You're introduced to five strangers. If their names are mentioned the following day, how easy is it for you to picture their faces? 

(   ) You'll seldom remember any of them (2) 

(   ) You'll remember most of them (0)

(   ) You'll remember a few of them (1)

6. In your early school days, how easy was spelling and the writing of essays? 

(   ) One was easy (1)

(   ) Neither was easy (2)

(   ) Both were quite easy (0)

7. You spot a parking place but you must reverse into it - and it's going to be a fairly tight squeeze: 

(   ) You look for another space (0)

(   ) You reverse into it without much thought (2)

(   ) You back into it . . . carefully (1) 

8. You've spent three days in a strange village and someone asks you which way is north: 

(   ) You're unlikely to know (0) 

(   ) You're not sure but given a moment you can work it out (1)

(   ) You point north (2)

9. You are in a dentist’s waiting room with half a dozen people of the same sex as yourself. How close can you sit to one of them without feeling uncomfortable? 

(   ) over 2 feet (60 cm plus) (2)

(   ) 6 inches to 2 feet (15 cm to 60 cm) (1)

(   ) less than 6 inches (15 cm) (0)

10. You're visiting your new neighbour and the two of you are talking. There's a tap dripping gently in the background. Otherwise, the room is quiet: 

(   ) You'd notice the dripping sound immediately and try to ignore it (0)

(   ) If you noticed it you'd probably mention it (1)

(   ) It doesn't bother you at all (2)

How do you score yourself? There are numbers, 0, 1 and 2 in parentheses after each answer choice. These are your score points. Add your score points for the 10 test questions. A total score close to 20 indicates a male mind while a total score close to zero indicates a female mind. A score close to 10 indicates presence of both masculine and feminine attributes.

Remember, the extent to which men and women exhibit masculine or feminine behavior is dependent on the organization of the brain into male or female patterns. It is possible to be female and have some male mind attributes, and this simply depends on the presence or absence of the male hormone during certain stages of development during one’s conception.
